November 2005. More than 300 anonymous questionnaires were handed out to parents, of which 
around 160 forms were returned. As usual an independant consulting firm reviewed the forms.

Some Facts: 
 
• The acceptance of services and staff at Mekaela Academies (including the poor results regarding 

food") stands at an overall average of 81%. That can be regarded as an outstanding result once 
again, although the deterioration of 3% points versus the results of 2005 has to be acknowledged. 

 
• The parents could add individual remarks on their forms. The additional remarks from parents did 

not indicate any disturbing circumstances whatsoever.  
 
• Again, food supply and the level of school fees were the major issues parents complained about. 
 
• Unfortunately, very little can be done about the level of school fees without jeopardizing the qual-

ity of education of Mekaela Academies. 
 
• Management will try to solve the issue of food supply at the schools as soon as possible.
